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Presentation The school day 

School starts at 8h45 and finishes at 15h15 for Lower Primary children. 

 

Morning Drop off 

Children will be allowed to enter the school building from 8:30am. Any children 
dropped off early before this time will have to wait in front of the school en-
trance, but parents should note they will be unsupervised at this time. 

 

The Primary School starts at 8:45 for all grades. It is important for all chil-
dren to arrive punctually, as between 8:45 and 9:00, the children are given re-
vision tasks to complete, time to change their reading books and small groups 
are taken by teaching assistants for extra support. Registration then takes 
place at 9:00 followed promptly by the first lessons of the day. 

 

At 9:00 the school gate is locked and is not reopened until 3:15pm. 

 

Between these times, if parents need to visit the school, they should ring on 
the bell at the gate and present themselves to the school secretary or Mme 
Elias.

Afternoon Pick up 

At the end of the school day parents should wait outside the gate for the 
children to be dismissed. Lower primary children will be brought to the 
black gate near the entrance to be passed back to their parents at 3:20pm. 
On Wednesdays children are dismissed at 11.50.  

 

We do ask however that parents arrive promptly at this busy time of the 
day. If for some reason  you cannot be on time please inform Mme Elias. 

 

Any parents arriving after 3:30pm will have to collect their children from 
the school entrance where a senior member of staff will be on duty. 

 

Once the children are dismissed, parents must take complete responsibility. 
Children should stay with their parents and not play on the grassy area be-
side the school or the car park.  
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Meeting teachers 

Meeting/communicating with Teachers 

Due to security measures now in place at the school, it is not possible for parents to 
arrive unannounced and request to speak with class teachers. In addition,  
requesting to see a teacher at the start of the school day when they are preparing 
their lessons is not an ideal time for them to address pupil matters. 

  

If parents would like information or messages relayed to a particular teacher  
before school, they can do this by contacting the school secretary who is available 
at this time.  

 

However, brief questions may be asked at the end of the school day when teachers 
bring their classes to the gate. We do respectfully ask that if the matter requires 
more time then parents request an appointment at a more suitable moment. 
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Parents can request a meeting directly with the teacher by email or alternatively by 
calling the school or through the school secretary directly at the start of the day. 
These meetings should last no more than 10 or 15 minutes. Parents may request to 
see their child’s work, discuss their child’s progress or performance in recent class 
assessments. Parents will not be permitted to take books or assessment papers 
home with them.

All teachers 
will endeavour, as far as possible, to reply to parent emails on the same day. The 
school asks that parents do not email teachers at weekends or during school holi-
days. 

 

Parents can also communicate with the class teacher through their child’s class Mi-
crosoft ‘team’. Teachers will try to respond to these questions at the earliest possi-
ble time. 

 

There are two parents evenings during the school year. Parents will be given the  
opportunity to choose the time that is best for them.

Morning Playtime  

The children have a 15 minutes playtime at 10.30. Children should bring a named  
water bottle that can be refilled at the school water fountains. For safety reasons, 
children may not bring glass bottles to school. Please do not bring single use plastic 
bottles. 

 

Children are allowed to bring a piece of fruit or vegetables to eat at playtime  
however, compotes and fruit drinks are not allowed. At ISB we have a healthy  
eating policy. Children are not allowed to bring chocolate bars, cakes or biscuits 
etc.  

 

If the children wish to play on the sports pitch they can bring sports shoes to 
change into (although this is not obligatory). The children of lower primary will be 
allowed to participate in ‘huff and puff’ activities organised by Grade 6 students. 
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Lunch Time 

Children bring a packed lunch from home or eat the school hot lunch. They all eat 
together in the Lunch Room from 11.45 to 12.15. After lunch, the children have 
 supervised playtime until 12:45 when lessons begin.  

 

After School Clubs  

A range of after school clubs are available for children in Key Stage 1 starting at 
15:45.  

 

Children who attend clubs will be supervised by a member of staff from 3:20 until 
clubs start. 

 

Children may bring a snack to eat while waiting for their club. 

The choice of clubs is varied. Please consult the list which is published in  
September for those clubs suitable for lower primary children. Places for these 
clubs are allocated on a first come first served basis and are limited.  

 

Clubs are proposed and supervised by members of the ISB staff. Certain clubs may 
be led by a qualified and approved adult from local associations or clubs e.g. judo.

Birthdays 

As a school we appreciate the importance of birthdays to the children and in Lower 
Primary the special day will be celebrated with happy birthday songs and a special 
moment at the end of the school day. 

 

If you would like your child to bring in a simple birthday cake, it must be one which 
is pre-cut with the correct number of slices for the children of that class and can 
be easily given out at the end of the day. Alternatively, you could provide a cupcake 
for each child in the class to take home. Please do not send in drinks and party food. 
Any cakes that are not precut will unfortunately, be returned to parents at the end 
of the school day. 

 

Sadly, we will not allow party bags to be distributed in school time. This can of 
course be done on a separate occasion out of school e.g. a birthday party. 
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Absences 

Please telephone the school first thing in the morning each day your child is absent 
from school. Any child arriving after 9.00 will be marked as late.  

Please note that children with a temperature or who have vomited or are known to 
have diarrhoea, should not come to school for at least 48 hours. If your child has a 
rash, please obtain a medical certificate confirming that there is no risk of conta-
gion before bringing them to school. 

Medicines  

The school is not obliged to administer medicine, but we do recognise that asking 
parents to come to school to administer a prescribed dose is not always realistic. 
If you need to request your child’s class teacher to administer medicine during the 
school day, please provide the teacher with a doctor’s certificate and any relevant 
instructions re administering the medication.

Houses 

 When your child starts at ISB they will be allocated a ‘House’ to belong to  
during their time with us.  There are various House events throughout the year 
and children are encouraged to participate as much as possible.   

 

In contrast to merits (awarded for individual academic achievement)  house 
points are awarded to encourage children to work as part of a team and to con-
tribute in a positive way showing awareness and responsibility towards others.  

 

House points can be awarded by any member of school staff. 
These are awarded to individuals or small groups for compliance 
with general class and school rules.  

 

Our houses are red, yellow blue and green. 
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Toys 

Children are NOT allowed to bring toys into school to play with (except on special 
show and tell days organised by the teacher). 

 

The school cannot accept responsibility for toys that are lost or damaged.  

Holidays in Term Time  

We do not automatically authorise absence from school and any holidays during 
term time are not encouraged. If absolutely necessary please seek authorisation 
for these with Mme Elias.  

 

We do request that you  inform us of any absences due to family circumstances.  
All absences should be confirmed in writing or by mail to Mme Elias in advance.

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uniform 

Uniform 

From the first day of school, uniform is required. The PE uniform is also  
compulsory. Both of these can be purchased at the uniform shop. All clothes 
and shoes must be labelled with the child’s name (please use the special felt-tip 
pen provided by the school). Children are also expected to have the correct 
school shoes. Please note that no jewellery is allowed except plain stud earrings 
and children may not wear nail varnish. 

 

For Key Stage 1 PE lessons are on Thursdays and children are expected to come 
to school wearing their sports kit. Parents will be notified when swimming  
lessons take place and of the correct swimming kit that must be worn. 

 

Children should have a school backpack and a school book bag which they take 
to and from school daily. Both of these can be purchased from the uniform 
shop.  Parents should check these each evening.  
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Our lower primary uniform consists of:  

 white ISB logo polo shirt 

 grey trousers, shorts or skirt 

 green and white summer dress 

 dark green sweatshirt or cardigan with school logo 

All uniform can be ordered  through our school shop using the CLICK & COLLECT : 
go to the school website www.isbearn.com and click on UNIFORM SHOP.  

You will then collect your order from school, the day after. 

Our lower primary PE uniform consists of:  

 white ISB logo t- shirt 

 dark blue ISB jogging bottoms or ISB dark blue leggings

 burgundy ISB sports hoody 

School shoes 

Shoes should be of a leather style (polishable), flat heeled and in black or dark 
brown. A conventional style is expected. There should be no visible markings or  
other colours on them and all forms of trainers (sports shoes) are not accepted. 
 

In the summer children may wear sandals which should be black, brown or white. In 
the colder months a short plain boot is acceptable but should not have any linings 
(e.g. fur etc.) and should also be of a practical and sensible height. Again the colour 
must be black or dark brown.

ISB provides all textbooks and classroom based resources required for your child’s 
learning in school. 

 

A list of stationery resources is provided for parents each year, with a list of 
‘disposable’ resources your child will need to bring with them at the start of the 
year. 

 

Please make note if your child is listed as EAL (English as an Additional Language) 
or FLM (Français langue maternelle) as there maybe different stationery  
requirements for these subjects.

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The primary  curriculum 

An Adapted Curriculum 

All lessons (except French) are taught in English. We have developed the English 
curriculum to the needs of an international learning community, specifically with  
regards to the needs of the children that attend our school. A detailed summary of 
the key learning areas can be found on the school website under ‘curriculum’. 

 

Information and Communication 

The best way to keep up-to-date with was it happening at school, is by reading  
Maria’s weekly newsletter, that is emailed to each family, every Thursday.  

In addition to this, information is often posted on ‘Teams’ as a reminder for the 
children, so that they can start to take responsibility for themselves when they 
need to remember something that is happening in school.  

Teachers will also regularly post photos and videos to your child’s class ‘Team’, so 
that you can see what they have been getting up to in class! You can easily join your 
child’s class team by downloading the ‘Microsoft Teams’ app and entering your 
child’s school credentials. 
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Home Learning 

At ISB, we understand the importance of free time for the children and  
therefore only set home learning that we feel is relevant and inspiring. Having said 
that, Children are expected to read every day and are given access to reading 
scheme books and E-books which should be read and spoken about at home. In  
addition to this, any ‘Home Learning’ that is set can be found on your child’s class 
Microsoft Team,  and will be set each Friday, to be completed for the following  
Friday.   

On Friday they will bring home a home learning book which contains spellings to 
learn for a test the following Friday. There are also some activities to help the 
children practise their spellings and one of these should be completed weekly. The 
home learning book should be returned to school every Thursday. 

Your child will be asked to complete these activities each week: 

 
• Reading – Little and often throughout the week (Oxford Reading Tree scheme 
books & Bug Club books (G3 upwards); 

 
• Spellings – A list of 5-20 words (depending on age/ability) to learn ready for a 
test the following week; 

 
• Maths – Linked with the Maths learning in class, that the children need to  prac-
tise ready for a short test the following week. This could be a game, a short exer-
cise, a video, a couple of practice questions to do each night etc; 

 

 French (FLM Only) – From Grade 3, children will be set up to one home-work task 
per lesson with 7 days given to complete the task e. g.  Spellings to learn,  a   
short text to read, a written exercise, an oral presentation to prepare etc.  

 

*From time to time, children may receive short homework activities for other sub-
jects such as Art, Science, History etc. 
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Digital Learning and Microsoft Teams 

At ISB we incorporate digital learning at all ages and each lower primary class is 
equipped with an interactive whiteboard.  We also have a bank of iPads which the 
children will have access to at certain times every day as part of their learning 
experience.  

 

Each class has it’s own ’Team’ on our ‘Microsoft Teams’ platform, accessible with 
personalised logins for each child and family.  

 

Parents are encouraged to visit these sites on a regular basis as they will be able 
to keep in touch with the different learning taking place through photos, accounts 
and interactive activities for them to do with their children.  

 

These sites are updated regularly and also include important info and dates     
concerning all that’s going on in school!

In the Autumn term we have a two-yearly cycle of three-day residential trips. One 
year we will stay near the Pyrenees and the next at the seaside. All children are  
encouraged to participate.
